SUMMARY

Boychuk Iryna, Bolukh Vira, Melnyk Oksana. Statistical Processing of Pedagogical
Research Data by a Method of the Factor Analysis and Interpretation of the Received
Results.

The essence and applied value in pedagogical research of a multidimensional method
of statistical data processing — factor analysis is substantiated in the article. The method is
regarded as a set of methods for identifying hypothetical factors, the purpose of which is to
explain the correlation matrix of quantitative variables that are obtained experimentally. A
brief historical background on the introduction of this method in the humanities, in
particular, pedagogy, and classification by levels are given, as well as the mathematical
essence of factor analysis, main stages and features of its holding are considered.

The main objectives of factor analysis such as reduction in the number of variables,
determination of the type of relationship between these variables (functional, correlation,
etc.), as well as indirect evaluation of those features that are not subject to direct
measurement are outlined.

Emphasis is placed on the need to apply the method during pedagogical research at
the following stages: 1) formation of research goals; 2) the choice of a set of features and
objects; 3) construction of the initial factor structure; 4) making adjustments to the original
factor structure depending on the objectives of the study; 5) identification of second-order
factors (more general and meaningful categories of the studied phenomenon); 6)
interpretation and use of results.

An example of the application of factor analysis at certain stages to identify the
pedagogical conditions of professional training of future pharmacists is described in detail.
The graphic criterion of detection of such conditions is illustrated. According to the results of
the study, the most important conditions of professional training of future pharmacists are
identified: motivation of educational activity, organization of educational process, material
and technical support, staffing of educational process, educational and methodological
support, psychological readiness for the chosen profession, creation of professional
environment, value-based attitude to professionalism, social origin, value-based orientations
of the teaching staff, subject-subject interaction “teacher-student”, individualization and
differentiation of education.

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ECOLOGICAL AND NATURALISTIC DEVELOPMENT WORK IN SUMY
EXTRACURRICULAR INSTITUTIONS SINCE UKRAINIAN INDEPENDENCE (ON THE
EXAMPLE OF SUMY CITY CENTER OF YOUTH ECOLOGICAL AND NATURALISTIC

CREATIVITY)

The article is devoted to the ecological and naturalistic work development in
extracurricular education institutions in Sumy. It is established that the ecological and
naturalistic work development in the institution has come a long way of development and
reform — from the young naturalists’ station to a comprehensive institution. In the
extracurricular education development during the times of Ukrainian’s independence there
are two main stages of development, each of which is characterized by its own content and
organizational principles of ecological and naturalistic work.

Key words: ecological and naturalistic work, extracurricular education institution,
student youth, Sumy.

Introduction. In the conditions of national educational system and
educational activity democratization development the efforts coordination of
authorities, local governments, scientific, cultural institutions, industrial
enterprises, public organizations and families on further formation and
development of extracurricular education institutions of all types and forms of
ownership are of great importance nowadays. Extracurricular education
institutions have always played an important role in the student youth
educational system and have greatly contributed to their values, moral and
professional orientations formation. Institutions of ecological and naturalistic
direction have occupied a special place among these institutions.

Analysis of relevant research. A number of dissertations are devoted to
the problem of formation and development of extracurricular education in
Ukraine, which explain the activity periods of extracurricular education
institutions. In particular, the developments, the process essence of modern
educational activity of general secondary and extracurricular education
institutions were studied in the works of E. Barbin, P. Georgiev, V. Kuzya and
I. Mitin. The researches of V. Bereka, N.Zaveryko, O.logolevych, S. Orlov,
N. Ponomarchuk, G. Pustovit, V. Redinoi, T. Sushchenko and V. Verbytsky.

However, the historical and pedagogical literature study and results analysis
of the above research allowed us to find out that the problem of the extracurri-
cular environmental and natural science education development in Sumy region
was not previously the special study subject. All above necessitated the
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peculiarities analysis of the extracurricular education institutions development,
the dependence of their work content on different conditions, the identification of
the real state of educational activities led to the choice of the research topic.

Objective analysis of the formation and development of extracurricular
education institutions of ecological and naturalistic direction, theoretical
generalization of valuable experience, its creative use taking into account the
state’s requirements and capabilities allow to qualitatively update and improve
the educational work of extracurricular education institutions. The use of
natural profile circles, effective methods and forms of interaction with students
creates favorable conditions for their abilities and talents development.
Therefore, the study of theoretical, semantic and organizational principles of
ecological and naturalistic work in extracurricular education institutions in
historical retrospect is currently relevant.

The research aim is to study the theoretical, substantive and organizational
principles of ecological and naturalistic work of Sumy extracurricular education
institutions development on the example of Sumy center of student youth’s
ecological and naturalistic creativity since independence of Ukraine.

Research methods: search and bibliographic method of identifying
archival and bibliographic publications; classification and systematization of
literary sources related to the activities of extracurricular education institutions
of ecological and naturalistic direction; historical and pedagogical, comparative
and statistical analysis of facts and phenomena; documentation study
(curricula, programs, manuals) in order to identify the didactic system features
of the extracurricular environmental and naturalistic work.

Results. There are two main stages in the development of ecological and
naturalistic work in the Sumy center of student youth’s ecological and naturalistic
creativity during the times of independence of Ukraine: | — from 1991 to 2006
(functioning of the Sumy station of young naturalists (hereinafter — SYUN)), 2006
to the present (reorganization of SSYUN and creation of the Sumy center of
student youth’s ecological and naturalistic creativity (further — CENTUM)).

Since the 90’s of the XX century, in the conditions of the independent young
state, market relations formation, in the ideological and educational crisis period
which has arisen as a result of the termination of work of the pioneer and Komso-
mol organizations, the role and value of extracurricular education in the younger
generation life decreases and seizures of these education institutions formation
(Krasniakov, 2014, p. 18). During this difficult time, SSYUN managed not only to
remain in the list of extracurricular education institutions of the city, but also to
preserve the material and technical base and structural institution organization.
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Moreover, SSYUN, as an institution of extracurricular education of
ecological and naturalistic direction, provides children and youth, aged 6 to 18,
with additional education aimed at acquiring knowledge, skills and interests,
provides for the individual’s need for creative self-realization, prepares
students for active professional and public activity, creates conditions for social
protection and organization of meaningful leisure, in accordance with the
abilities, pupils’ talents and health.

Legal, socio-economic, organizational and educational principles of
extracurricular education of this period were determined by the Law of Ukraine
“On Education” (Law of Ukraine..., 1991) and the State National Program
“Education” (“Ukraine of the XXI Century”). The institution is gradually
switching to the Ukrainian instruction language.

At this period beginning, much attention is paid to the modernization of
the institution structure, strengthening the material, technical and
methodological base, 5 departments are created: organizational and mass
work, methodological work, biological, ecological, agricultural. The number of
clubs gradually increases to 120. At the period end, more than 2,000 students
have studied there. A network of specialized creative student associations
(hereinafter — CSA) has been developed. The naturalistic researches school
“Future biologist”, club of aquaristics “Neon” have been opened, the ecological
expedition movement has begun. An important structural unit has been
created in the network of the institution clubs — student forestry “Sprout”,
which combined theoretical and practical activities components with children
and career guidance work. Significant work has been done to create collections
of ornamental animals, houseplants, and open-ground plants. Selection work of
farm birds and animals has been carried out.

At the end of the 1990s, a new department has been created in the
structure of the institution to carry out ecological and naturalistic work in the
SSYUN. Thus, there were 6 departments that provided the educational process
in the institution reaches.

Among the forms of ecological and naturalistic work in SSYUN of this stage
it is necessary to note: individual (work with various information sources,
preparation of reports, abstracts, presentations, messages), group (SCSA —
sections, clubs, circles, ecological and naturalistic schools, student forestry), mass
mobile (hikes, expeditions, travels, excursions) and mass stationary (actions, relay
races, conferences, competitions, work of agitation brigades, tournaments, etc.).

Special attention in the content of extracurricular education has been
paid to excursions and expeditions. Their main purpose was to survey the
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ecological condition of coastal strips and water protection zones of small and
large rivers of Sumy region, nature reserves forests, to identify places of plant
growth and habitats of animals of different conservation status, especially
those listed in the Red Book of Ukraine.

The main organizational forms of ecological and naturalistic work in this
period were circles. Their network was expanding, new non-traditional forms of
work have been introduced, such as: the folk crafts laboratory, the club
“Defenders of the Green Treasury”, the Museum of Bread, the Museum of
Ethnology, the training and livestock farm. The number of clubs has been
grown to 128. The pupils’ network of specialized associations has been grown
to 20. Pupils took part in actions, operations, competitions, considerable
attention was paid to research work. The zootechnics and food technologies
laboratory were created together with higher education institutions.

It should be noted that most groups at that time worked only on
educational programs recommended by the Ministry of Education of the USSR
(Programs for..., 1983) and the Ministry of Education of the USSR (Programs of
circles..., 1991), and later the Ministry of Education of Ukraine (Programs of
circles..., 1992). And only in 1993 author’s programs, mainly in the field of
nature protection, have been developed and successfully tested. The common
feature of these programs was the environmental approach, focusing on the
formation of environmental culture and thinking. Considerable attention was
paid to the correct views development on the relationship between man and
nature, the protection and enrichment of flora and fauna, participation in mass
conservation activities. The group work used knowledge of biology, ecology
and agriculture obtained in secondary school, as well as interdisciplinary links.

The adoption of the Law of Ukraine “On General Secondary Education”
(Law of Ukraine..., 1999) and, in particular, the Law of Ukraine “On
Extracurricular Education” (Law of Ukraine..., 2000) provided an impetus to the
development of organizational and program support in the early 2000s,
functioning of extracurricular education institutions, formed directions of
purposeful work on ensuring its quality.

During this period, the institution took into account the following priority
areas: environmental; experimental; rehabilitation and health; career guidance.
Ecological-naturalistic and research activities have been organized by the
institution through clubs, sections and technical and interest organizations,
practical work in the greenhouse, on educational and research land plots, using its
own material base, as well as the base of the town education institutions. In 2006,
the number of clubs increased by 15 % compared to 1997 (Report 1998, 1998).
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The floriculture department included the section “Sprout” (circles
“Floriculture”, “Botanists-florists”), “Green hedgehog” (circle “Cactus”) and
“People’s treasury” (circles “Folk craftsmen”, “Ethnology”, “Plants — symbols of
Ukraine”). The biological department included the naturalistic research school
“Future Biologist” (groups: “Advanced study of biology” for middle school age,
“Lovers of ornamental animals”, “Young zoologists”, “Naturalistic alphabet”,
“Ornithology”) and the aquarium club “Neon” (circles: “Young aquarists”;
“Beginner aquarist”). The agricultural department included the school “Young
Master” (groups: “Pet Lovers”, “Young Animal Artists”, “Rabbit Breeding”, “Young
Naturalist”, “Advanced Study of Biology” for senior school age). The ecological and
local lore department included the student forestry “Sprout” (circles: “Student
forestry”, “Young friends of nature”) and the club “Defenders of the green
treasury” (circles: “Young inspectors of nature protection”, “Green patrols”,
“Young local historians”, “Ecological agitation brigade”, “Valeology”,
“Photonaturalists”). As can be seen from the list, among the circles and CSA of
ecological and naturalistic direction at this time the number of artistic and
aesthetic circles has begun to grow.

In accordance with the time requirements, social order, children’s and
adolescents’ interests in extracurricular education the new educational programs
of CSA on the basis of programs, recommended by the National Ecological and
Naturalistic Center for Youth of the Ministry of Education and Science of Ukraine
(Curricula..., 2013) has been improved and developed. Thus, during this time a
number of educational programs have been improved and brought up to the state
standard requirements, which provided for the study of theoretical issues in
biology, floriculture, dendrology, as well as mastery of relevant practical skills.

Work continues on the implementation of the scientific and methodological
problem of the institution “Formation of national self-consciousness of students
and student youth by means of ecological and naturalistic education”. In this
regard, in 2002 a new unit has appeared in the institution structure — the
decorative and applied arts department, the purpose of which is educating a
nationally conscious person through the folk art study, application of masters and
craftsmen, children’s mastery of certain skills and abilities.

The main work form in this period have been also circles. The institution
has organized the work of two, and later three levels. The first (initial) level has
included circles: “Naturalistic alphabet”, “Natural science for preschoolers”,
“Young naturalist”. These creative associations have been generally developed.
They helped identifying the children’s creative abilities. All other SSYUN circles
belonged to the Il (basic) level. They developed a lasting interest in creative
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activities, expanded and deepened professional interests, skills and abilities in
children and adolescents. Level Il (higher) — has been a circle, CSA in the young
talents’ interests to meet the needs of pre-vocational training. These include
CSA “Erudite” and the Center for pre-university training of schoolchildren,
which unites the groups “General Biology with the basics of research”,
“Advanced study of biology”. Circles “Naturalistic Alphabet” has been a
structural unit of the naturalistic research school “Future Biologist”.

During this period, there have been groups of the following profiles in
SSYUN: floriculture, cactus growing, in-depth study of biology (for middle and high
school students), lovers of decorative and domestic animals, naturalistic alphabet,
science for preschoolers, ornithology, young zoologists, young aquarists, young
aquarists, pet lovers, geneticists-breeders, rabbit breeding, young naturalist,
student forestry, young friends of nature, ecological agitation brigade, young ins-
pectors of nature protection, green patrols, young local historians and valeology.

It should be noted that in 2004 new profiles of clubs were launched in
accordance with the social order — the institution has a school of early child
development “Crane” (for preschoolers), which aim was creating favorable
conditions for each child’s personal development and creative self-realization.

The second development stage of ecological and naturalistic work in the
institution began in 2006. The decision of the session of the Sumy Council of the
fifth convocation of September 27, 2006 N2 179-MR changed the name of SSYUN
to Centrum and approved the Charter of the institution in a new edition. Such
changes were caused by the need to bring the constituent documents of SSYUN to
the modern requirements of the legal framework of extracurricular education.

The charter, which the institution had been working on so far, was
approved in 1993 before the adoption of the Law of Ukraine “On Extracurricular
Education”, Regulations on extracurricular education institutions, Regulations on
the center, building, club of ecological and naturalistic creativity. With the change
of the name of SSYUN to CENTUM, the priority direction of activity had been
changed from naturalistic to ecological-naturalistic, from the profile institution it
became complex. New directions and forms of ecological and local lore,
ethnographic, valeological, nature protection, research work were created.

The main divisions where ecological and naturalistic training and
education had been carried out in the CENTUM structure were departments:
information-methodological, organizational-educational, ecological-local lore,
floriculture, biological, agricultural, decorative-applied arts.

Compared to previous years, the positive changes in the work of CSA
were evidenced by the intensification of search creativity of club leaders who
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had abandoned stereotypes of thinking, outdated methods and techniques of
educational work. Evidence of the latter was almost 100 % use of author’s
educational programs.

In addition, most group leaders actively use various forms of work aimed at
enhancing mental activity for the students’ key competences formation provided
by the programs, namely: group work (classes in clubs, sections); pupils’
independent activity (experimental work, labor activity), participation in All-
Ukrainian competitions, sections, exhibitions; seminars, conferences, etc. It should
be noted that the number of mass mobile forms of organization of ecological and
naturalistic work (hikes, expeditions, excursions) had been decreasing.

The lack of practical environmental activities in the institution was compen-
sated by creation of a nature reserve fund on its territory — a botanical garden of
local significance on the territory of which there was an arboretum, a rockery, a
nursery of ornamental trees and shrubs, an orchard farm, modern greenhouse.
The collection of the botanical garden included about 3,000 species, including
plants listed in the Red Book of Ukraine, rare, relict, tropical and subtropical.

CENTUM has been conducting educational, organizational-methodical
and organizational-mass work in the main activity areas: biological, ecological-
environmental, local lore, decorative-applied, artistic-aesthetic, research-
experimental, career guidance.

In 2016, CENTUM received the status of an experimental extracurricular
education institution of the All-Ukrainian level. Research and experimental
work has started on the topic “Formation of pupils’ life competence in
extracurricular education institution — School of Health Promotion”. In
connection with implementation in the institution of the new pedagogical
problem in addition to its work areas, valeological, rehabilitation and
psychological and methodological continued developing.

It should be noted that the second stage is characterized by an increase
in circles of artistic and aesthetic, humanitarian and health, along with circles of
ecological and naturalistic direction. Thus, compared to 1998, the number of
circles of ecological and naturalistic direction in 2007 decreased by 20 %, in
2014 — by 44 %, and in 2020 — by 69 % (Sumy Report, 2014).

Ecological and naturalistic work at the second stage was organized by the
institution through clubs, sections, CSA, practical work in the greenhouse, on
educational and research land plots, etc. Currently, circles remain the main
form of work of creative student associations. Each department has an
extensive network of various clubs, the number of which has increased to 190.
The number of pupils in the institution has been increased from 2006 to 2020
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by 26% (2995 people) in this regard CENTUM has been included in the List of
largest extracurricular education institutions of state and municipal form
owned by the system of the Ministry of Education and Science, Youth and
Sports of Ukraine (Communal Report, 2020).

At the same time, despite the increase in the number of pupils of the
institution in the second stage, there has been a decrease in their filling with
circles of ecological and naturalistic orientation. Thus, in 2007 the number of
clubs decreased by 19.8 %, in 2014 — by 32 %, in 2020 — by 68 %. In addition,
the pupils age composition has been changing — the number of pupils of
preschool and primary school age in 2020 has been increased by 34.6 % and 4
% compared to 2007 (Report on..., 2007). The contingent of middle and high
school students has been decreasing by 36.4 % and 3 %.

The experience of extracurricular education institutions of Sumy region
confirms the reality of natural education forming models in the modern
educational space (Tykhenko, 2009, p. 25). However, due to the reorientation of
educational work areas, there has been a decrease in the biologization of the
educational space of education institutions. We agree with the opinion that
ecological and naturalistic work in extracurricular education institutions should
achieve the general goal — student youth’s ecological, natural-scientific worldview
formation, providing pupils with deep knowledge about environment, formation
and development of practical competence on agricultural objects, research
activity, individual’s ecological culture, to gain environmental experience and
solve environmental problems (Verbytsky, 2004, p. 18).

Conclusions and prospects for further research. The ecological and
naturalistic work development in the CENTUM during the independence of
Ukraine has come a long reform way — from SSYUN to a comprehensive
institution. For the first stage, the priority in the institution work were biological,
ecological and agricultural directions. At present, the circles of ecological and
naturalistic direction have made up 100 % of their total number. The aim of their
work lies in forming cognitive and, especially, practical competence in natural
sciences, such as biology, ecology and agriculture. Among the forms of ecological
and naturalistic work mass mobile — excursions, expeditions and stationary —
actions, agitation brigades work, tournaments occupied a special place at that
time. Their purpose was ecological propaganda, survey of the ecological condition
of territories and its monitoring. However, in the 1990s and early 2000s, the
number of arts, aesthetic and humanitarian circles had gradually increased.

A positive evidence of the comprehensive extracurricular education
institution creation has been the methodological base improvement and
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diversification of educational work forms, evidence of the latter has been the
increase in the number of pupils. At the same time, it is necessary to note the
negative tendency to decrease the number of clubs of natural profile due to the
increase of artistic, aesthetic, humanitarian and other profiles clubs, which have
currently made up 69 % (68 % of pupils). In addition, their age composition has
changed significantly — the contingent of the primary level in the institution
structure (school of early child development) has increased. At the same time, the
number of basic level clubs has been developed in which the students’ stable
interests in natural sciences, the needs for vocational guidance have been met,
additional education has been obtained, as well as higher level clubs where
specialized education and pre-university training has been providing.

The reason for such negative situation, when the number of middle
school students decreased every year despite the introduction of modern
pedagogical techniques and methods, in our opinion, the lack of motivational
component in pupils of this age group, as well as the spread of other widely
available forms of additional and non-formal education.

Obtaining a reasonable answer to these complex questions, in order to
solve this pedagogical problem, further research is needed on the conditions,
software and organization forms of ecological and naturalistic work in other
extracurricular education institutions of ecological and naturalistic direction in
Sumy, northeastern part of Ukraine.

SUMMARY

Hoblyk Volodymyr, Shcherban Tatiana. Specification of the scientific objective as a
basic method of the pilot study.

The study draws attention to the fact that there is a great variety of experimental
models, so the identification of the most appropriate of them requires a detailed specification
of the scientific task. It is important to avoid the risks of significant abstraction of the results
of the experiment. Of particular importance is minimization of the level of abstraction in
experiments in complex systems, which are found in almost all parts of the natural and
human sciences, since the process of their exploration as a plural object is combinatorial.

The purpose of the article is to describe the specificity of the assignment as a basic
method of experimental research of complex systems. Accordingly, the objectives of the study
are: 1) to define the content of the specification of the recognition problem for experimental
studies; 2) to describe the basic algorithms and the areas of algorithmization when specifying
assignment tasks for experimental studies in complex systems; 3) illustrate the mechanisms for
launching the recognition task for experimental studies in complex systems.

Research methods include combinatorial optimization problems and operations in
mathematics. The results of the study indicate that, at the time of the experiment, it is
important to have a substantive specification of the experiment.

This is important because it reduces the abstraction of results and prevents the
creation of data sets that cannot be manipulated in the future. In the opinion of the authors,
the basic content of the task of recognition, in the field of experimental research, should
focus on: 1) the mathematical description of complex systems is achieved through discrete
sets and such biographies of them as are suitable for describing an ideal experimentation
environment; 2) the determination of the best way to conduct the experiment, which should
form the basis for the establishment of measures aimed at the effective performance of such
experiments. Such features would significantly reduce the cost of pilot studies and the means
of minimizing the number of tests required and establishing their rational order.
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The research perspective in this area is to explore the specificity of the scientific
objective of the pilot study, taking into account special cases, namely when the assignment
task becomes the maximum matching objective, can be reduced to a cartoon briefcase, etc.

SUMMARY

Kolhan Olena, Kolgan Tetyana. Information and communication technologies as an
important component of distance education under the pandemic conditions.

The purpose of the article is to substantiate theoretically the need to use modern
information and communication technologies to integrate the knowledge of pupils/students
during distance education in quarantine through Covid-189.

The research methods to implement the tasks of the article are analysis and synthesis.

The analysis of the degree of study of the issue of information and communication
technologies in both Ukrainian and foreign science, statistics on some indicators that
characterize distance education in Ukraine is conducted. The positive and negative aspects of
the use of information and communication technologies as a component of distance
education are highlighted. The expediency of using ICT during educational activities under
the conditions of online education is substantiated theoretically.

The practical value of the study lies in the fact that the most common programs
presented in this article to enable the use of information and communication technologies
will be useful to teachers-practitioners during their professional activities under the
conditions of distance education during quarantine caused by Covid-19.

It is concluded that in the 21°century, thanks primarily to information and
communication technologies, the opportunities of teachers/lecturers are limitless in
improving the educational process, their own level as specialists, improving the intellectual
level of pupils/students, and, what is the most important, maintaining the health of our
youth by saving time for training, using technical devices, in particular, under the conditions
of the modern pandemic.

It is concluded that there is the urgent need to use modern information and
communication technologies to integrate the knowledge of pupils/students during distance
education, including the conditions of quarantine caused by Covid-19. In general, recognizing
the significant achievements of the scientific world in studying the use of information and
communication technologies, there are still the problems that require further study.
Therefore, it is considered promising to study the peculiarities of the use of information and
communication technologies when teaching the courses of philological disciplines in
pedagogical institutions of higher education (IHE).

Teacher competence as the basis of his
professional skills.

Due to the fact that the purpose of education is correlated with formation of the
personal competence as a result of educational activities, there is a need to study the essence
of the competence approach and its role in improving the efficiency of the educational
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process. The article analyzes the main approaches to determining the problem of
professional competence of a modern teacher. The key competences that are necessary for
the provision of quality educational services related to the modernization of content,
optimization of methods and technologies of organization of the educational process are
identified. The article describes different approaches of scientists to determine the essence of
the concept of professional competence of a teacher and its components. Professional
competence of a teacher is a complex concept, which is defined in the literature taking into
account many aspects and involves the teacher’s ability to perform pedagogical activities
based on the integration of theoretical knowledge, practical skills, experience, values and
important personal qualities. Teachers of Lutsk Pedagogical College have identified the
following basic competences that determine the professional skills of a teacher: health,
communication, social and digital. The most important thing in professional development of
teachers is health competence, as one that ensures the successful preservation and
strengthening of physical, social, mental and spiritual health of students in a social
educational environment. Communicative and digital competence took, respectively, the
second and third place in the ranking of professional competences of the modern teacher,
which allows for effective communication “teacher-student” both in classrooms and
remotely. Also important in the professional development of a modern teacher is social
competence, which reflects the level of formation of knowledge and skills to build
relationships with others in interpersonal relationships and behavior.

SUMMARY

Ponomarenko. Minimum strength as a basic component of the differentiated development
of strength abilities of adolescents.

The strength is the basis for the development of all physical qualities and formation of
motor skills. The problem of determining the minimum force as the starting indicator of
further development of force abilities of adolescents of 10-11 years old, taking into account
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their individual characteristics remains insufficiently studied. In this regard, the definition of
minimum strength in schoolchildren represents both scientific and practical interest.

The article is aimed at substantiation and proof of the efficiency of the authors’
methodology of development of adolescents on the basis of minimum strength and in the
implementation of a differentiated approach.

In the course of the study, methods of theoretical analysis of scientific-methodological
literature, pedagogical testing, pedagogical experiment, methods of mathematical statistics
were used.

Scientific novelty lies in the fact that the minimum strength is investigated as a
starting indicator of further development of adolescent power capabilities taking into
account their individual characteristics. The differentiated approach in the development of
boys and girls of 10-11 years old has been applied. The authors’ methodology for the
development of adolescent’s power abilities, the essence of which is to use the means of
development of power abilities that were distributed to groups: with external resistance, with
its own weight, isometric and self-polluter exercises. The method of re-execution of exercises
with different resistance and method of circular training were applied. The results of testing
indicate that development of strength in adolescents is different and varies due to the
growth and development of the organism and is characterized by unevenness. When
choosing a power preparation, based on the pedagogical task, functional features and
minimum strength, you can achieve a significant increase in power abilities. Prolonged use of
one and the same exercises does not contribute to the effective development of adolescent
power capabilities, therefore, there is a periodic application of even less effective means, but
new ones, promotes effective development of force.

The results of the study have shown that the methodology provides with a possibility
for active planning of the strategy and using effective methods of strength development in
the lessons of physical cultur.

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ON THE ISSUE OF KEY COACHING COMPETENCES OF THE ORGANIZATION
MANAGER

The article considers the theoretical provisions of the key coaching competences of
the organization manager. It has been found out that a modern manager must have certain
psychological qualities: empathy, directness, impartiality, willingness to apply a
fundamentally different approach to personnel management. The authoritarian and
debatable approaches are considered. It is determined that coaching provides the manager
with real control and the subordinate with real responsibility. In coaching, personal
effectiveness is linked to the awareness and responsibility of the manager and the
subordinate. It is established that the manager as a coach in his work is guided by the values
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of subject-subject relations. The integrated approach to the development of personal and
interpersonal effectiveness by S. Covey and the levels of principle-oriented leadership,
developed by him, are analyzed. The aspects of the “portrait of the ideal coach” developed by
A. Savkin and M. Danylova are considered.

Key words: coaching, technology, efficiency, personnel, competences, competence
approach, organization, management.

Introduction. Human resources have always been the most important
value of an organization. In the crisis conditions and increasing rates of
transformations, new technologies of personnel management become an
important condition for the viability and revival of organizations. Today in the
field of personnel management a new system of views is being formed, which is
focused on maximizing specialists’ potential, their unique specialized
knowledge and skills, communicative competences and creative abilities for
professional self-realization. Innovative coaching technology is a set of socio-
psychological and managerial technologies aimed at assessing competences,
identifying strengths and weaknesses, increasing motivation to achieve results,
improving the effectiveness of individual employees, senior executives
(individual coaching or coaching-consulting); structural units (group or team
coaching); organizations in general (organizational coaching).

Analysis of current research. M. Danylova, J. Gibner, T. Gallwey,
D. Goleman, T. J. Leonard, E. Parslow, R. Pryor, M. Ray, A. Savkin, J. Smart,
N. Smith, F. Stone, N. Tomaszek, J. Whitmore were engaged in research on
coaching technology, formation of its theoretical and practical bases. Among
domestic scientists, different aspects of coaching in the context of management
studied V. Huriievska, V.Zhukovska, V. Kulyk, N. Lev, Ye. Lohvynovskyi,
O. Martsinkovska, A. Mazaraky, M. Nahara, V. Pavlov, H. Peredalo, |. Petrovska,

Competence approach, which serves as a resource in the crisis of the
traditional education system, is studied by modern scientists: I. Bekh, N. Bibik,
I. Yermakov, O.Kononko, V. Kraievskyi, O. Liebiediev, V. Luhovyi, L. Masol,
O. Ovcharuk, O.Pometun, O. Savchenko, A. Sbruieva, O. Sukhomlynska,
A. Khutorskyi.

The purpose of the article is to conduct a theoretical analysis of the key
coaching competences of the organization manager.

Research methods — analysis of scientific research of domestic and
foreign scientists on the problem of key coaching competences of the
organization manager.

Research results. Traditionally, competence approach is used in the
process of learning and preparing for coaching. First of all, the task of this
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approach is to expand the concept of a qualified specialist and create a
specialist of the “competence”, who does not only have a certain level of
knowledge, skills and abilities, but also is able to implement them. For a
coaching specialist it is crucial.

Professional training using a competence approach creates the necessary
key and secondary competences of the specialist and, as a result, forms the
required level of professional competence of the specialist. Competence
approach in education lies in defining the goals of education, organization of
the educational process and systematic evaluation of learning outcomes, which
guarantees the quality of education. The overall main value of the competence-
based approach is that it meets the demands of management as efficiently and
purposefully as possible.

The competence-based approach involves the growth of competences,
obtaining the desired quality, qualifications and professional competence of the
coach-manager. The ICM professional learning standard corresponds to four
functional trajectories and is based on four main competences: potential compe-
tence; corporate competence; communicative competence; subject competence.

1. Potential competence consists of the molding competences of the coach
on issues of personal potentiation, strengthening, promotion. It includes such
processes as training, professional development, self-development, customer
search, sales. Potential competence is based on such competences as personal
development, leadership, goal setting, potentiation, environmental friendliness,
neutrality (coach’s position), awareness, responsibility, commitment.

2. Corporate competence consists of organizational and administrative
coaching, which forms the competence of the entire coaching industry. The
coach relies on knowledge about the features of a professional corporation.
Corporate competence includes such areas as history, laws, norms, ethics,
values, rules, standards, qualifications, contracts, coaching and welfare.

3. Communicative competence consists of the molding competences of a
coach on human nature, it is based on knowledge about man. Communicative
competence includes the following competences: intelligence, active listening,
coaching questions, rhetoric, heuristics, sophistry, metaphor construction,
storytelling, coaching templates, sharing, tuning, working with trust.

4. Subject competence consists of the molding competences of the coach
regarding the professional content of coaching. The coach relies on knowledge of
the functional structure of coaching. Subject competence includes principles,
concepts, strategies, models, structures, technologies, techniques, techniques
(Cmapr, 2004).
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The theory of competences in coaching reveals learning as a four-stage
process that involves transition from unconscious incompetence to
unconscious competence. With unconscious incompetence, a person does not
know that he does not know or does not know how to do something. That is, a
person is at the level of “I do not know what | do not know”, perhaps he does
not feel the need to acquire this skill or knowledge and has not yet realized the
lack of his own competence.

With conscious incompetence, a person acquires knowledge of his
“ignorance”. This is usually due to a need or desire to take action. This level is “I
know what | don’t know”.

With conscious competence, a person needs to undergo training, either
formal or informal. Often at this stage a person accurately copies the actions of his
teacher (coach). Every moment a person realizes what he is doing because he
“knows what he knows”. In unconscious competence, human knowledge and
skills are used so often that they become “habits”. By performing the appropriate
actions, the individual no longer feels the need to think through each subsequent
step, because the algorithm of action is embedded in the unconscious (or
subconscious). Now a person can say, “l don’t know what | know”.

Thus, coaching as a process occurs when the subject is consciously or
unconsciously competent, but he needs to move to the next level of his
activity. Coaching helps people look at one aspect or another of their work
through informed, objective “leadership”. This method aims to help people
optimize performance, not to learn something new. The central task of
coaching is to use existing knowledge and skills (sometimes in combination
with a review of views and familiar approaches).

A modern manager must have certain psychological qualities: empathy,
directness, impartiality, as well as good will to take a fundamentally different
approach to personnel management. He also has to choose his own path, as
there are several stereotypical role models he can follow, and he will even have
to overcome the initial resistance of some of his staff who do not want to
deviate from traditional management. Such employees may fear additional
personal responsibility as a result of a new style of management due to
coaching. These problems are predictable and are mostly easily remedied
through coaching (Yutmop, 2005).

According to J. Whitmore, traditional options for management or
communication style can be placed along some axis, where the autocratic
approach will be at one end of the spectrum, and the restriction of interference in
the work of subordinates — on the other. Most managers choose a position
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between the two extremes, but coaching lies in a completely different plane and
combines the merits of these extremes, without taking their risks. In response to
the manager’s questions asked according to the rules of coaching, the subordinate
is aware of all aspects of the tasks and necessary actions. This clarity allows him to
be confident in success and thus take responsibility for his actions (Yntmop, 2012).

Growing awareness of employees creates a need for them to be more
involved in decisions, affects development of their responsibilities. Managers
must understand that subordinates’ responsibility is not a cause for pressure,
but a capital on which the effectiveness of the entire team depends. Therefore,
it is necessary to involve in work so as not to stress subordinates with
responsibility, but to give them the opportunity to realize their inner
motivation, and not relying on it to develop a deep-level responsibility.

In coaching, personal effectiveness is associated with such concepts as
awareness and responsibility of the manager and subordinate.

The first key element of coaching is realization that it is the product of
focused attention, concentration and clarity. It is the concentration and clarity
of perception of relevant evidence and information, and the ability to
determine what exactly is relevant to the case. This ability will include an
understanding of the system, its dynamics, the relationship between things and
people, and an understanding of the management psychology. Awareness also
includes self-awareness, in particular understanding when and how emotions
or desires affect perception. The degree of awareness is characterized by the
feedback, both from other people, from the inner feeling, and from the
external environment, which is perceived and understood by man as a result of
his own activities. And the feedback is not evaluative, but meaningful.

Another key element of coaching is responsibility. Responsibility is the most
important property of a person and its content is analyzed in connection with the
study of the personality, his cognitive processes, psychology of management,
moral education and development. A sense of true responsibility invariably
includes choice. Instructing a subordinate that he is responsible for a case does
not mean that he has a sense of responsibility: he can perform tasks only because
in case of non-compliance he will be threatened by something unpleasant. But
doing something to avoid trouble does not mean optimizing performance. There
will be no effective activity until the person feels responsible. And it comes with a
choice, which, in turn, requires the right questions.

Thus, the manager as a coach in his work is based on completely
different values — the values of the subject-subject relations, in which the
position of subordinates changes; subordinates are transformed from a passive
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object of influence into an active, proactive, independent, responsible, with a
sense of self-worth, subject, partner, equal member of the management team.
It is the subject-subject relationships that form the basis of corporate
governance and its main component — corporate culture (Koy4yure, 2011).

According to the topic of our study, the concept of J. Whitmore, who
insists that the manager should be perceived as support, not as a threat, is
conceptually important. He believes that the fundamental basis for the
organization development is the chief executive, his personality, his
professional and personal development.

In coaching, there are different approaches to the professional and
personal development of the manager. The most famous is the integrated
approach to the development of personal and interpersonal effectiveness by S.
Covey. His method helps the leader to move forward on the axis of maturity from
dependence to independence, and from independence to interdependence.
Dependence is expressed by “you — paradigm”: you care about me; you want
something for me; you failed; | blame you for failure. Independence is expressed
by the “I — paradigm”: | can do it; | choose responsibility; | rely on myself; | can
choose. Interdependence is expressed by the “we — paradigm”: we can do it; we
can interact; we can, by combining our abilities and capabilities, create together
something more significant (Kosu, 2002).

According to S. Covey’s study, such skills as activity, purposefulness, the
ability to set priorities, reflect a person’s ability to manage himself, allow him to
become independent, creating a basis for effective interdependence. Such aspects
as cooperation, co-creation and the ability to understand others lead to success in
interaction and communication, in teamwork. Researchers of the psychology of
coaching pay special attention to such a skill as the skill of renewal, regular,
balanced renewal of the basic components of human life. This determines the
motivation for continuous improvement, creates an upward spiral of growth,
raises a person to new levels of understanding of life and work (Kosu, 2002).

S. Covey emphasizes that the skill of renewal is similar to the method of
self-coaching by J. Luciani. Self-coaching is defined as “self-learning” or
“personal coaching”. In other words, it is a program of personal growth. J.
Luciani reveals the technology of human self-realization, which is based on
taking responsibility for one’s thoughts, actions, habits and entirely for one’s
personality. Self-realization in this sense is not so much a result as a continuous
process that lasts a lifetime (Kosu, 2002).

S. Covey introduced the idea of a principle-oriented learning
environment. He proposes the paradigm of the organization and distinguishes
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four levels of principle-oriented leadership: personal, interpersonal, managerial
and organizational (Kosu, 2002). Each level has its own key principle:

1. Reliability on a personal level.

2. Trust at the interpersonal level.

3. Expansion of legal capacity at the management level.

4. Establishment at the organizational level (Kosu, 2002).

If the level of trust is high, the structure of the organization will be
extremely flexible, and the control sector will be extremely broad, as
employees creatively organize their own activities. They do their job well and
without reminders, because they have a common perspective with the
organization, based on certain cornerstones and values. And the systematic
work of the coach in this sense is to update the organization’s staff mission.

Organizational coaching is an effective social technology for the
formation of work motivation, more productive socio-economic behavior of
employees of the organization. The organizational coach within the
organization must be able to implement the following tasks:

1. Targeted management of the company: the technique of setting goals
for enterprise development; hierarchy of goals in the organization; target
model of business construction; motivation through goal setting; definition of
areas of managers’ responsibility, including tasks-functions and tasks-projects;
areas of responsibility — a tool for targeted management of the organization.

2. Strategic planning: reasons for non-implementation of plans; definition of
own planning strategies; typical bases for planning strategies: on the purposes and
on available resources; advantages and limitations of each strategy; integrated
planning strategy; definition of strategic goals of the organization; verification of
strategic goals (SMART: specific, measurable, achievable, real, relevant over time);
development of the company’s strategic plan.

3. Tactical planning: definition of areas of responsibility for the
implementation of strategic goals (decomposition of goals); setting tasks for
performers; development of tactical plans by areas; system for monitoring the
implementation of plans; adjustment of goals.

4. Personal time management (time-coaching): identifying the causes of
time loss; determining the time available; effective organization of the
workspace; prioritization of features of strategic, project and operational
planning; creating calendar plans.

5. Management of professional growth of employees: identification of
employees’ values; development of employees’ initiative, willingness to take
responsibility for decision-making; determining the reasons and incentives for
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motivation and self-motivation of employees to professional growth; formation
of labor motivation; career management.

6. Development of corporate culture: search and formation of
interrelations between corporate and personal values of employees;
development of a coaching style of management aimed at optimizing the
achievement of the task and encouraging initiative; formation of corporate
behavior of employees (LLpareHxainm, 2016).

The use of coaching technology for the formation of effective socio-
economic behavior of employees of the organization allows to structure the
process of achieving certain management results. Modern management in the
style of coaching is a view of the company’s staff as a huge potential, where
each employee is a mature creative person able to solve problems, make
choices, make decisions, take responsibility.

Conclusions and prospects for further scientific research. Based on the
results of the study, we can state that the key coaching competences of the
organization manager are: knowledge of the principles of coaching sessions;
knowledge of the laws of organizational development; belief in one’s own
potential and the potential of the employee; respect for the personality and
values of the employee; strategic thinking; desire to improve in management. A
modern manager must have certain psychological qualities for implementation
of the coaching technology: empathy, directness, impartiality, good will.
Further study requires foreign experience of forming coaching competences in
future organization managers.

SUMMARY

Shevchenko Anatolii, Kamarali Svitlana. Teaching history and the problem of
education humanization.

The aim of the study is to determine the nature and features of the problem of
humanization in historical education. The authors, using school practice, argue that history
can’t be fragmented and blurred given the importance of historical knowledge for the
intellectual and moral development of the individual, the development of self-awareness and
the need for civic self-realization. It is impossible to form in students a holistic picture of the
world, understanding the role and their place in it outside the historical context.

As a result of the study, the authors came to the conclusion that the widespread use
of the problems of the humanistic approach in the educational process is a necessity of
modernity. The content of historical education is based on the most essential knowledge for
human life: communication, search and processing of information; solving urgent life
problems; knowledge of oneself, other people, nature, its significance for life; own self-
development. Such an understanding of the world lays the foundation for a careful attitude
to humanity, the state, the nation, the environment, and self-awareness as an organic part of
nature and the microcosm.
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Critical re-evaluation of the pedagogical experience has become the basis for changes
in the pedagogical principles of teaching history. Not so long ago, education was understood
mostly as a process of learning normative knowledge of the basics of science. Today,
educators-historians try to give the child the opportunity to creatively rethink the life
experience in inseparable connection with the historical past. Teachers help to find answers
to the questions of the present through the past, teach to evaluate information, live their
lives more deeply and effectively, using social and historical experience and their own
individual characteristics.

Spiritual values must take their right place in all spheres of human life, because it is
spiritual principles that are the basis of human life.

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SPECIFIC PRINCIPLES OF PREPARATION OF FUTURE SPECIALISTS OF PHYSICAL
CULTURE AND SPORTS FOR THE USE OF INNOVATIVE TYPES OF MOTOR
ACTIVITY IN PROFESSIONAL ACTIVITY

The article develops and substantiates specific principles of professional training of
specialists in physical culture and sports for the use of innovative types of motor activity in
professional activities. The content of such principles of professional education is revealed.
They include general didactic principles; principles of physical education and physical
training; special principles of using innovative types of motor activity; also the article
analyzed the most important principles of systemicity, interdisciplinarity, professional
specificity, motor polyfunctionality, early professionalization, unity of tradition and
innovation, differentiation and individualization, heuristic interactivity, semantic and
perceptual independence in the process. It is proved that improvement of the system of
training future specialists of physical culture in the use of innovative types of motor activity in
professional activities is based on the relationship of principles that take into account the
specifics of training, individual characteristics, trends in higher education development in
Ukraine on the basis of a modern education paradigm.

Key words: specialists in physical culture and sports, professional training, specific
principles.

Introduction. The content of the existing system of professional training
of future specialists is focused on the formation of a system of professional
knowledge that meets the demands of practice and challenges of globalization,
informatization and multiculturalism of a modern society, and thus — on the
formation of worldview culture of a modern teacher. The modern market of
educational services requires mobile, competitive specialists of a new
formation with a high level of professional competence, which combine
reflection, responsibility, leadership, teamwork, ability to creatively and
efficiently solve production problems.

Therefore, in order to achieve the goals of professional training, it is
necessary to turn to the principles as a strategic basis for the formation of
professional competence of future professionals, taking into account the
specifics of professional activity.

Thus, the issue of studying the specific principles of training future
professionals in physical culture and sports to use innovative types of physical
activity in professional activities is relevant.
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Analysis of current research. Conceptual, theoretical and methodological
bases of activity of experts in the field of physical culture and sports are revealed
in scientific works. In some studies V. Afonin, G. Balakhnicheva, L. Zaremba, T. Kru-
tsevych, B. Kurdiukov, V. Magin, L. Matvieiev, V. Naumchuk, O. Radionova, These
are the pedagogical principles of training a modern physical education teacher.
We'd like to note, however, that most scholars, with the exception of B. Kurdiukov
and V. Magin, trying to improve specialists training, focus on the peculiarities of
the influence of general didactic and professional education principles.

At the same time, the analysis of scientific works shows the lack of
systematic theoretical and practical research on the use of innovative
technologies in the professional activities of specialists in physical culture and
sports. This problem needs further research.

The aim of the article is to consider specific principles of training future
specialists in physical culture and sports for the use of innovative types of
motor activity in professional activity.

Research methods. Theoretical methods: systematic analysis of scientific,
psychological and pedagogical, methodological literature; generalization and sys-
tematization of theoretical information on the professional activity of specialists in
physical culture and sports. Empirical methods: questionnaires to study the real
state of professional activity of specialists in physical culture and sports.

Research results. The methodological provisions for training specialists in
the field of physical culture and sports are based on general pedagogical laws,
which “are considered as connections between specially created and objectively
available conditions and achieved results” (Arynos, 2002). The system of principles
is one of the defining elements of scientific and pedagogical research.

The principles of teaching are considered in modern didactics as
recommendations that guide pedagogical activities and the educational process in
general, as ways to achieve pedagogical goals, taking into account the laws and
conditions of the educational process in the HEI. They reflect the patterns of the
educational process, its content, regulate the activities of teachers and students,
retain their common importance in the teaching of all disciplines and at all stages.

In the theory of physical education, the analysis of the system of
principles and their unification is one of the leading places, because it is closely
related to the optimization of the pedagogical process during exercise. The
pedagogical process of physical education is very specific, which generates its
own features of implementing principles, which determine formation of motor
skills and physical qualities development.
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The principles of physical education, according to which the laws, rules
and requirements of the teacher, determine his activities for the formation of a
harmoniously developed and socially active personality with high physical,
mental and spiritual potential. Implementation of these principles ensures
achievement of full corporate agreement in the management of the
educational complex of a modern higher education institution, promotes
formation of professionally mature professionals of the new generation.

Building a system of professional training is based on the interrelated
principles of vocational education: professional orientation of training, fundamen-
talization and humanization, advanced nature of training, manufacturability,
integration, individualization and differentiation, continuity, informatization,
optimization, integrity and self-education, etc. Their system provides a link
between general and vocational education. The principles of vocational education
are relevant and apply both in the system of vocational education and training
(training of skilled workers and lower-level specialists) in higher education.

We agree with researchers who argue that pedagogical principles should
be clearly distinguished by scope, in particular for our study: 1) general didactic
principles; 2) principles of physical education and physical training; 3) special
principles of using innovative types of motor activity.

It is known that the system of general didactic principles consists of the
following (l'ypeswuy, 2008; Moanacbiii, 1999):

1. The principle of scientificity. Implementation of this principle involves the
study of a system of important scientific provisions in the field of physical culture
and sports. The educational process of a higher education institution is dynamic,
so it takes into account not only the state of development of science and techno-
logy, but also all the features and trends of physical education in modern society.

2. The principle of system and sequence. It is, first of all, about the
constant work of the future specialist in physical culture and sports on himself,
on his own professional growth. Depending on the content of the work, its
goals, the teacher applies a certain system of teaching methods, leading
students from simple reproduction to independent creative action.

3. The principle of accessibility. Implementation of this principle involves
compliance with the rules: from simple to complex, from known to unknown,
taking into account the level of development of students and their individual
characteristics. It also requires determination of norms of time and labor, the
level of stress and culture of students’ physical labor. Both overloading and
underloading of students are inadmissible in the educational process, which is

provided by educational standards and levels of education, i.e. it is a question
of differentiation of the educational process.

4. The principle of connection of learning with life. The implementation
of this principle is ensured by the use of students’ life experience in classes,
application of acquired knowledge in practical activities, disclosure of the
practical significance of knowledge, etc. This principle is especially relevant
today due to the high level of availability of information, videos, which
illustrate the achievements of athletes in modern physical culture and sports.

5. The principle of consciousness and activity. This principle determines the
direction of students’ cognitive activity and its management. Conscious
assimilation of knowledge is promoted by explanation of the purpose and tasks of
a subject, its value for overcoming vital problems and for prospects of the student;
positive emotions and learning motives; proper control and self-control. Cognitive
activity is stimulated by a positive attitude to learning, interest in educational
material, a close connection between learning and life, the use of learned material
in practice, a differentiated approach, the use of ICT.

6. The principle of clarity. Adherence to this principle promotes
conscious, active perception, comprehension and assimilation of material,
cultivates observation, forms a new social experience, improves the potential
psychophysical capabilities of students to perform future innovative
professional activities. Implementation of this principle is provided by systems
of exercises in modern types of physical culture and sports in the form of
videos, demonstration by teachers, etc.

7. The principle of strength in the acquisition of knowledge, skills and
abilities. Implementation of this principle involves: repetition of educational
material by sections and structural parts, memorization of new material in
combination with the studied, separation in repetition of basic ideas, use in the
process of repetition of various methods, forms and approaches, exercises,
independent work on creative application of knowledge. The growing amount
of information, the development of scientific fields requires a careful selection
of information that is subject to strong memorization, and a special focus of
teachers on such memorization. The principle of strength is closely related to
an important requirement for higher education — ensuring the reliability of
education as the probability that the specialist after graduation will creatively,
proactively perform their professional functions and continue to study.

8. The principle of individual approach. It allows each student to master
the study material in their own way, taking into account the level of
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development, knowledge and skills, cognitive and practical independence,
interests, will, ability to work, physical fitness.

Summarizing methodological and theoretical approaches to the
educational process V. Yahupov offers a holistic system of principles of
education (Meaarormka, 1983): purposefulness; social orientation, connection
with life; education at work; education in the team and through the team;
subject-subject nature of educational relationships; humanism and democracy
in combination with high demands and respect for the personality of the pupil;
reliance on positive qualities in the individual;, consciousness, initiative and
activity of pupils; combination of complex, differentiated and individual
approaches in educational activity; unity, coherence and continuity of
educational influences, efforts and actions of higher education institutions and
the public; optimization of the educational process (Arynos, 2002, p. 256).
These principles also play an important role in the system of training future
specialists in physical culture and sports for innovative professional activities.

N. I. Stepanchenko emphasizes that the training of future specialists in
physical education should be based on such specific principles (CtenaHuyeHKo,
2017, p. 358):

1) the principle of priority of the personality development of the future
specialist (aimed at meeting the requests and needs of students, humanization
of pedagogical interaction, actualization of personal and professional-
pedagogical potential of students in the process of professional training);

2) the principle of conformity of the content of training to features of
professional pedagogical activity of the teacher of physical education (provides
not only updating and integration of the maintenance of professional training,
and its coherence with internal (orientation, satisfaction with professional
activity, self-estimation, dynamic characteristics of motivation of students) and
external criteria for the effectiveness of professional development;

3) the principle of productivity of the educational process (contributes to
improving the methodological and design competence of research and
teaching staff, the integrity of the educational process of professional training
of physical education teachers, optimality, continuity and continuity of
training);

4) the principle of intensification of the educational process (provides
innovative orientation of the educational process, application of effective
technologies, optimization of pedagogical interaction, purposeful organization
and management of professional training, increasing educational and cognitive
activity and independence of students and learning productivity);
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5) the principle of taking into account the specifics of physical education
in sports (provides the relationship and interaction of goals and objectives of
vocational education, forms, content, training conditions for future specialists
in physical education; promotes an innovative educational environment to
form a set of competences needed by physical education teachers).

M. M. Vasylenko emphasizes that the process of professional training of
future fitness trainers in higher education institutions is determined by the
laws of higher school didactics and laws of physical education, reflects the
specific relationship between the content of professional activity of a fitness
coach and the content of professional training (Bacunexko, 2018). The author
attributed to the general didactic regularities those that reflect the
conditionality of the content of professional training of future fitness trainers in
higher education institutions by the regularities of the integral pedagogical
process; identify the relationship between the purpose, results, content,
methods and forms of learning; dependence of learning outcomes on the
conditions in which the learning process takes place; the dependence of the
level of formation of professional competences of future fitness trainers on
their physical condition, development of intellectual, emotional and volitional
spheres, formation of motivation to learn; determinism of the effectiveness of
teaching the pedagogical skills of the teacher; conditionality of the choice of
forms and methods of professional training of future fitness trainers in higher
education institutions by actual and potential opportunities of students to
implement educational strategies; directly proportional dependence of learning
efficiency on the frequency and amount of feedback in the learning process;
the dependence of the effectiveness of learning on the independent mastery of
educational material by students. In accordance with these patterns of
professional training of future fitness trainers in higher education institutions,
the following specific principles are characterized:

1) the principle of systematization encourages to consider training of
future fitness trainers from the standpoint of the logic of synthesis, mutual
transitions and mutual inclusions of all its components, which ensures the
integrity of the pedagogical system at all levels;

2) the principle of interdisciplinarity provides for the orientation of all
disciplines of the educational program of the future fitness trainer on professional
activity and determines the competence-integrative nature of the design and
teaching of all curricula. Under this condition, the curriculum is designed in such a
way that the successful study of each module involves the student’s mastery of
competences, which together are formed into a certain professional competence

of a fitness trainer. Application of an interdisciplinary integration requires
development of a single pedagogical “strategy”, mandatory unification of
concepts, forms and methods of teaching; development of integrated complex
control tasks and tests to identify the level of formation of a certain competence;

3) the principle of professional specificity provides an orientation of
tasks, content, forms and methods of professional training of future fitness
trainers on the formation of special professional competences and personal
qualities that are not decisive for representatives of other specialties of
specialty 017 “Physical Culture and Sports”, although based on them. The
author attributed the didactic-motor, design, control-analytical, organizational-
regulatory, motivational-communicative and marketing-commercial
subcompetences to the professional competences of the future fitness trainer;

4) the principle of motor multifunctionality is related to the principle of pro-
fessional specificity and provides for the formation of future fitness trainers a sig-
nificant amount of technical skills in various areas of fitness, which requires a wide
arsenal of principles of learning motor actions, including the principle of repeating
motor skills, planning and gradual formation, strength and progression, etc.;

5) the principle of early professionalization involves introduction into the
curriculum of disciplines of professional and applied orientation from the first
year, internship in the field of future work from the first to the fourth year of
study, involving students from the first year of volunteer participation in fitness
conventions, festivals fitness, thematic events and holidays, etc. Introduction of
the principle of early professionalization, in our opinion, will not only increase
the professional competence of future professionals and formation of their
readiness to perform functional duties immediately after graduation, but also
formation of sustainable cognitive and professional motivation;

6) the principle of unity of tradition and innovation provides a dialectical
balance between the use of traditional for pedagogy, theory and methods of
physical education and sports tools, methods, forms of education and search
and creative assimilation of innovative ideas of modern science and practice in
fitness, cognitive psychology, including foreign technologies;

7) the principle of differentiation and individualization involves
diagnostics, grouping and training of future fitness trainers taking into account
their cognitive style, psychophysiological and individual-typological
characteristics of students, level of basic knowledge and skills, professional
experience, type of motivation, personality orientation, aptitudes, their
worldview and national values, social and cognitive characteristics of the
younger generation;
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8) the principle of heuristic interactivity determines the leading role of
productive creative interaction between the activities of students and teachers,
under the coordinating role of the latter. Provides for the development of
future fitness trainers flexibility, originality, intuitive thinking, eidetic abilities
(ease of association), artistic abilities, the ability to self-presentation, empathy,
to generate new ideas and non-standard solutions. The principle is realized on
the basis of formation of the emotionally saturated didactic environment,
provides orientation of professional training of future fitness trainers on
training process, instead of only result;

9) the principle of semantic and perceptual clarity is applied in the
process of learning motor actions and emphasizes the importance of forming in
future fitness trainers not only visual image of movement, but also the whole
conceptual image, which includes both semantic and sensorimotor information
about movement;

10) the principle of independence in the process of professional training
involves effective implementation of independent learning activities of students.
For this purpose, it is considered necessary to form the ability to independently
search, process, assimilate information; independent acquisition and
improvement of professional skills; learning methods of independent acquisition
of knowledge, skills and abilities. For the successful implementation of the
principle it is necessary to fulfill the following requirements: providing the
opportunity to choose the topic of independent tasks both in content and level of
complexity; clear regulation of the algorithm, scope, execution time and evalua-
tion criteria for all types of independent tasks without overloading students;
optimal ratio of independent work with other types of educational activities; full
methodological and didactic support of independent work; use of interactive tea-
ching aids, methods and technologies; systematic control, etc. (Bacunenko, 2018).

Physical culture as part of the general human culture significantly affects
not only the physical development of the personality, health, achieving a high
level of strength, speed, endurance, coordination, functional readiness, as well
as understanding the content of physical education, aesthetics of exercise,
sports ethics, the importance of good physical condition for each person, the
development of stable habits for regular exercise, compliance with hygiene
standards (CtrenaHuyeHko, 2017).

The unified group of principles that reflect the specific patterns of
construction of physical exercises (in the field of physical education, sports
training and physical recreation), includes the principles of: continuity;
progression of training actions; cyclicity; age adequacy of influence;
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emotionality (MaTtBeeB, 1976; KosneHko Ta iH., 1984; Teopia i memooduKa
hisuyHo20 suxosaHHs, 2008; Tep-OBaHecbsH, 1978; LLnaH, 2004).

The principle of continuity implies the inadmissibility of discreteness of
the pedagogical process, which leads to a decrease in the achieved level of
physical fitness. The integrity of the educational process is ensured by
determining an adequate measure of physical activity and rest, which would
contribute to the implementation of the laws of integration interaction of
urgent and delayed training effect in the cumulative process. Implementing this
principle, it is necessary that the effect of each subsequent lesson “layered” in
some way on the “traces” of the previous one, consolidating and deepening
them. The basis of the management of the process of alternation of load and
rest are the laws of adaptation of the organism to physical activity, as well as
the dynamics of recovery after work. The implementation of the principle of
continuity involves the implementation of certain rules. It is necessary to
ensure the regularity of tasks, avoiding unjustified breaks. When planning
exercises in the classroom, you should take into account the continuity and the
degree of relationship between them. It is important to establish in advance
the sequence of exercises in one lesson and in the system of lessons.

The principle of progression of training actions provides purposeful
increase of requirements to motor activity (on parameters of volume and
intensity) in the course of adaptation of the individual to physical activity.
Implementation of this principle provides a smooth transition of the object of
pedagogical action from one qualitative level to a higher one, which is
practically expressed by the growth of fitness, increased functionality of the
body and physical abilities. It expresses the need to steadily increase the
requirements for those involved, the essence of which is to constantly update
and complicate the exercises used, methods, training conditions, as well as the
amount of physical activity, its volume and intensity.

The principle of cyclicity determines the structural order of the
educational process. Its essence is revealed in the compositional repetition of
individual classes and their series. The principle of cyclicity in practice is fully
implemented in compliance with such rules. The process of physical education
and sports training should be built using structural units that are relatively
complete and cyclically repeated (micro-, meso- and macrocycles). A series of
classes should provide the optimal ratio of load and rest while achieving a
cumulative effect.

The principle of age adequacy of pedagogical influence provides purposeful
regulation of the degree of educational influence at different stages of
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ontogenesis. Since the age dynamics of physical abilities, improvement of
autonomic and motor functions of the body largely determine the content of the
educational process, the implementation of this principle involves setting long-
term goals, selection of optimal means and methods of physical education and
sports training at different ages. The most relevant are the definition of age
periods favorable for the beginning of sports activities and for sports
specialization; clarification of the content and predominant focus of basic training.

The principle of emotionality. In the process of cognitive activity, students
have a certain emotional state, feelings that can stimulate the successful
acquisition of knowledge or prevent it. Therefore, the teacher, implementing this
principle, should influence formation of emotions that activate educational and
cognitive activities, and prevent emergence of those that negatively affect it. High
emotional background of exercise, especially in the form of emotionally colored
competitions, promotes the development of empathy, mutual assistance and joint
action, mutual responsibility for achieving goals, as well as such personal
manifestations as dignity, courage, nobility, etc. (3aeaneHi meopemuyHi
MOMIOHCEHHA KepisHUYMBa npoyecom iau4H0o20 8UXOBAHHS).

The specific principles of physical education also include (lMpuryunu
(hi3UYHO20 BUXOBAHHA):

a) focus on the formation of basic physical training, high efficiency and
human health (the principle is based on the laws:

— high social significance of human health, ability to work and physical
fitness;

— systematic increase of requirements to physical fitness and working
capacity of the person (modern flow of information));

b) adequacy (the principle is based on patterns):

— genetic nature;

— unity of the human body in its structure, functioning and development;

— antiphase (mismatch) of periods of intensive growth of elements of
movement systems with periods of growth of body structures);

c) regularity (the principle is based on patterns):

— continuity of human life;

— heterochrony (non-simultaneous) activation, fatigue and recovery of
the body);

d) waveforms (the principle is based on patterns):

— the presence of biorhythmic manifestations (heart rate, temperature,
pressure, stomach function, etc.);

— phase operation of systems and organs).
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Analysis of psychological and pedagogical literature and dissertation
research shows that the problem of principles of innovative pedagogical
activity was studied by both Ukrainian and foreign scientists, in particular:
principles of innovative education (. Bekh, V. Delia, V. Kremen and others),
principles of innovative pedagogical activity (I. Dychkivska, V. Slastionin and
others), principles of preparation of educators for innovative professional
activity (I. Havrysh, L. Danylenko, N. Vasylenko, O. Kozlova and others).

Thus, I. Dychkivska notes that in modern conditions the innovative activity
of a teacher must meet such basic principles (AunukiscbKa, 2004, p. 247):

— integration of education, which provides increased attention to the
personality of each child as the highest social value of society, focus on the
formation of a citizen with high intellectual, moral, physical qualities;

— differentiation and individualization of education, adjusts to provide con-
ditions for the full manifestation and development of the abilities of each pupil;

— democratization of education, observance of it obliges to create
preconditions for development of activity, initiative, creativity of pupils and
teachers, their interested interaction, wide participation of the public in
management of education.

The principles of preparing educators for innovative professional
activities, domestic researchers include the following: statehood;
democratization; humanization; scientific, fundamental and problematic;
system approach; differentiation and individualization, personification of
education; interconnection and interaction; optimal ratio of theory and
practice; modularity; preventive professional training; creation of free space;
development; main link; expediency; continuing education, andragogy,
innovation, acmeology, synergetics, creative pedagogy; science, innovation,
democratization, humanization, individualization, informatization,
intensification, technologization, independence, respect for personality,
electiveness, motivation, creative development, anticipatory orientation,
continuity, interactivity, variability and practical orientation.

Given the specifics of the professional activity of a physical education
teacher and based on the research of L. Kozak, we believe that the innovative
professional activity of a specialist in physical culture and sports should be
based on the principles of: motivation; “innovative” knowledge; unity of
traditions and innovation; forecasting and modeling; creativity (Ko3ak).

The principle of motivation. Motivation is the core around which the main
qualities of a specialist are built, because the nature of his participation in
innovative processes and the results achieved in physical education depend on
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what motivates a physical culture and sports specialist to be ready to use
innovative types of motor activity. Motivational and value orientation of the
physical culture and sports specialist finds its expression in creative initiative,
desire to search for innovative knowledge, innovative ways of solving practical
problems, obtaining a qualitatively new result through the use of innovative types
of motor activity.

The principle of “innovative” knowledge. The principle is to master the
experience in the field of innovation: knowledge of innovations in the field of
physical culture and sports, patterns, principles and conditions of efficiency of
innovation processes, the essence, structure and features of innovative
professional activities in the field of physical culture and sports, the specifics of
modern sports technologies, the ability to purposefully apply training process
of innovation, to create creative sports activities.

The principle of unity of traditions and innovation involves the use of the
best national traditions in the development of physical culture and sports and
pedagogy as a foundation in the formation of new, as well as the search and
creative assimilation of innovative ideas of modern sports and physical
education. This means a mandatory acquaintance with the achievements of
Olympic athletes of the native land and Ukraine in general, as well as with the
history of the development of innovative sports. Accordingly, it is important to
include relevant issues in the curricula and work programs for the training of
future professionals in physical culture and sports.

The principle of forecasting and modeling. The ability to predict and
model the learning process is a necessary and integral component of the use of
innovative types of physical activity. The principle is the ability to predict the
results of physical education, to identify ways to implement innovations, to
work out the necessary model of innovative technologies.

The principle of creativity. Creativity is seen as a potential, an internal
human resource, the ability to abandon stereotypical ways of working and
discover new ways to solve professional and other problems. The principle of
creativity in the innovative professional activity of specialists in physical culture
and sports is a creative approach to solving their goals and objectives. It is
realized through the generation, creative formulation and development of
ideas, plans in the educational and training process.

Theoretical analysis and generalization of scientific and pedagogical
activity of leading scientists in our study, allowed to identify a number of
specific principles of using innovative types of motor activity: high humanistic
potential; ideas of ecological education; shifting the emphasis to identifying
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team winners; complex nature of the impact on the personality (preservation
and strengthening of health, physical improvement, development of creative
(musical, choreographic, aesthetic) abilities).

The problem of realization of the principle of high humanistic potential
requires taking into account the social essence of the young person and
provides an integral link of education with the cultural heritage of mankind:
knowledge of universal wealth in the field of culture, features of development
and formation of national culture and its relationship with its people, its
culture; ensuring the spiritual unity and continuity of generations.

According to this principle, it is important for students to develop
tolerance, conscious civic position and responsibility, the ability to objectively
assess social life, professional and personal self-determination, self-
development and self-realization in the global world. Adherence to the
principle requires treatment of the young person as self-worth, respect for his
unigueness and originality, protection of his dignity and rights.

The principle proves the need to conduct the pedagogical process in
accordance with the culture of the society, country, production, activities in
which the young person is involved, and direct this process to the development
and improvement of spiritual, moral, physical, intellectual forces through the
use of innovative motor activities.

Through the interaction of the coach and the ward in the latest sports, a set
of cultural knowledge is transmitted; skills and abilities to reproduce the socio-
cultural layer of existence; mastery of ways to create new cultural values;
experience of emotional and value relations to culture and its components. The
task of the principle is to attract the new generation to different strata of the
culture of the ethnos, society, the world as a whole, i.e. to the national physical,
sexual, spiritual, intellectual, material, economic, political, moral culture, and to
help orient in those changes that are constantly occur in the young person and the
environment. Physical education, in our opinion, is, first of all, observance of
culture of a healthy way of life of student youth as an integral element of the
general culture of the person, and the basis of physical education is full physical
development of the person, formation of his physical abilities, strengthening of
health, the harmony of body and spirit of a young man.

Thus, it is planned to update physical education in accordance with
modern cultural values of the whole process of education, which includes
developing of a system of worldview categories, value orientations for physical
self-improvement, healthy lifestyle, social activity of young people.
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The principle of using the idea of environmental education in the most
general sense means the attitude to man as part of nature, which involves his
training in unity and harmony with nature and reliance on the education of its
natural strength, gifts and natural stages of development of young people,
maintaining health of student youth, which takes into account in the process of
learning innovative physical exercises, gender and age characteristics of the
contingent, optimal physical and mental loads, their individuality, creating
accessible conditions for physical self-improvement.

Education of a healthy personality largely depends on the organization of
the pedagogical process and the personality of the teacher, therefore, education
of a healthy lifestyle of a specialist in physical culture and sports begins with
formation of appropriate qualities of the teacher, which is largely provided by his
training in the higher education institution and methodological support.
Scientifically based, innovative professional activity of a teacher contributes to the
formation of a conscious attitude to health as a basic value. That is why as an
important aspect of professional self-awareness of the teacher it is necessary to
take into account valeological self-awareness, which should be focused on the
value-semantic foundations of a healthy lifestyle, forming an internal valeological
position in preserving and strengthening their own and students’ health. In this
case, in classes on innovative sports, future specialists in physical culture and
sports most fully develop their abilities, learn their own uniqueness, unmistakably
self-determined in life, and in the process of self-actualization it involuntarily
formed the main components of professional skills.

The principle of shifting the emphasis to identifying team winners implies
that innovative sports mainly involve team rather than individual sports
competitions.

The principle of the complex nature of the impact on the individual
(preservation and strengthening of health, physical improvement, development of
creative (musical, choreographic, aesthetic) abilities is that physical culture in
human life should take place proportionally, on the one hand, to the needs of
society, and on the other — to the interests of the individual. The process of
learning in a higher education institution in connection with this principle should
be built in such a way that it is not limited to the improvement of only the physical
sphere but extends widely to the spiritual essence of student youth. Innovative
creative sports activities aimed at learning something new, to meet spiritual needs
(a complex dynamic system of internal motivations) educate a creative person
who is able to constantly learn, self-improve and thus maintain his spiritual
energy. It is recommended to plan the content of training to ensure the
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coordinated and appropriate development of all physical abilities, versatile
formation of motor skills and obtaining special knowledge. Mostly it is manifested
in the organic unity of general and special physical training.

Conclusions and prospects for further scientific research. The defined
principles allow to characterize the educational system as a controlled process
of purposeful implementation of the pedagogical project, as a system of
achieving the goals of training and education of future specialists in physical
culture and sports in terms of their professional development. Given the
complexity of the structure of a unified system of principles, it can be argued
that none of them can be fully implemented in isolation from their totality.

The educational process of professional training of specialists in physical
culture and sports is complex and multifaceted, as evidenced by various factors
of influence, the need to combine them, the uniqueness of the mechanisms for
solving current educational and cultural problems. Therefore, compliance with
the proposed principles is necessary for the optimal functioning of the
educational system of higher education institutions in the field of physical
culture and sports, effective training of future specialists in physical culture and
sports to use innovative types of physical activity in professional activities.

SUMMARY

Galetskyi Sergii. Model of formation communicative competence of future teachers
of foreign languages by means of information and communication technologies.

The article substantiates the model of formation of communicative competence of
future teachers of foreign languages by means of information and communication
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technologies. The algorithm of pedagogical modeling is considered, which consists of the
following stages: 1) substantiation of theoretical bases of modeling of process of formation of
communicative competence in the course of professional training of future teachers; 2)
definition of the purpose and tasks of modeling; 3) designing a model for the formation of
communicative competence of future teachers of foreign languages by means of information
and communication technologies by ensuring the interconnection of selected components; 4)
development of tools for determining the validity and reliability of the designed model by
creating a system of criteria, indicators and levels of evaluation of the expected result of the
formation of communicative competence; 5) study of the effectiveness of the designed model
by its introduction into the process of professional training of the experimental group during
the pedagogical experiment; 6) quantitative and qualitative analysis of modeling results. The
structural blocks of the model are distinguished: target, conceptual, organizational, semantic,
methodological and effective. It is established that implementation of the goals and objectives
defined in the target component of the model is possible provided that future pedagogical
language teachers introduce pedagogical approaches into the educational process: system,
competence, linguistic and cultural, activity, resource (information technology), which are the
conceptual component of the model. The stages (semantic component), forms (organizational
component), methods (methodological component) of introduction of the specified approaches
in the process of professional training of future teachers of foreign languages are described. It
is noted that together with the criteria, indicators and levels of formation of communicative
competence of future foreign language teachers by means of information and communication
technologies, the expected result (increasing the level of communicative competence of future
foreign language teachers) form an effective component of the model. A number of methods
were used in the research process, including: analysis, synthesis, deduction, induction,
comparison, monographic, abstraction, modeling.

SUMMARY

Herman Viktoriia. Media culture of a teacher-philologist: the practice of formation in
the course “Modern Ukrainian literary language”.

The article outlines the integration approach to the implementation of the IREX project
“Study and distinguish: info-media literacy” in the course “Modern Ukrainian literary
language”; it is proved that such a combination will improve the quality of formation info-
media competences of future teachers, in particular media culture (critical thinking, info-media
and visual literacy, social tolerance, resistance to influences, etc); the topics “Multicomponent
complex sentence”, “Complex syntactic construction”, and “Complex syntactic whole” were
developed using the latest techniques and creative technologies in education, and tasks for
independent work were presented. The formation of info-media literacy of a modern teacher-
philologist becomes relevant at the stage of introduction by the Ministry of education and
science of Ukraine of the academic discipline “Media literacy” in the school course. An indicator
of professionalism for a teacher is media culture as the ability to critically perceive information
and realize the value of high-quality information in the context of implementing these
competencies in school education. O. Volosheniuk, V. Danylenko, I. Zadorozhnya, V. Ivanov, T.
Ivanova, L. Kalinichenko, T. Kuznetsova, V. Lisostansky, V. Melezhik, O. Taranenko and others
are actively researching the problems of media education, media culture and media literacy.
Research methods are defined by the tasks. General scientific theoretical (content analysis,
systematization and generalization of scientific, psychological and pedagogical,
methodological literature on certain issues), empirical (direct and indirect pedagogical
observation, analysis of work experience, etc.) methods are used. Systems-component and
systems-structural approaches to the analysis and description of the material are applied. We
see the prospect in outlining the integration capabilities of the project with other topics of the
course “Modern Ukrainian literary language”.

means of influencing student government in an institution of higher education.

Introduction. The mission of higher education is to train a generation of
highly moral, intellectually developed, creative professionals — citizens of Ukraine
and intellectuals, because higher education has always acted not only as an
institute for training highly qualified specialists, but also as an institute of civic
education that forms personal qualities and socially active position of students.

At the present stage of development of Ukrainian society there is a
revival on a new democratic basis of student organizations, which build their
activities based on educational, professional, social needs of young people
whose interests they represent, correlating them with the sociocultural context
of youth development as a stratum and higher education as a social institution.

In this regard, the development of a new educational field in higher
education, focused on the development of student government, deep
actualization of its pedagogical potential, active involvement of students in
social processes and support at all levels of student community initiatives is
extremely important. The formation of such a field is impossible without a
theoretical understanding of the essence of a modern student government, the
study of significant conditions for the effective implementation of the
pedagogical potential of student organizations.

Analyses of relevant research. However, the modern research does not
fully reveal the possibilities of student government as a subject of pedagogical
activity, does not show the conditions under which such activities can be most
successful, and does not study the areas of student government that contribute
to the implementation and development of various types of social oriented
activity, the role is not reflected and the essence of pedagogical support of
such activity is not characterized. Value orientations of the individual in the
system of student government were studied by V. Kaloshin (KanowwuH, 2019),
A. Pavlichenko (MaBniueHko, 2015), M. Popovych (Monosuy, 2016). Value
orientations in the structure of student government are raised in the works of
N. Bogdanova (borgaHoBa, 2015) and M. Sarkisian (CapkicaH, 2012).
Conceptual principles of student government development are the subject of
scientific research by D. Bobil (bobinb, 2011), Yu. Krashchenko (KpalieHko,
2011), N. Chybisova (Ymbicosa, 2017).

Aim of the study — identification of axiological potential of students in
the system of student government.
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Research Methods. The theoretical and methodological basis of the study
were: theoretical provisions on the creative nature of activity, the activity of the
subject of knowledge, the transforming role of the subject, the idea of systematic
and holistic approaches to education, management theory of modern higher
education, the concept of philosophical review and pedagogical support,
pedagogical aspect of research of student government in higher school,
conceptual provisions about pedagogical potential of public organizations.

Results. In today’s world of globalization, the ability to adapt quickly to
fierce competition in the labor market is becoming a major factor in personal
development. The main condition for strengthening the socio-economic role of
our state at the international level and improving the welfare of the Ukrainian
population is to ensure successful professional socialization of citizens, which
guarantees them quality training and effective inclusion in employment.

Powerful institutions of professional socialization of the individual are
designed to be institutions of higher education that can provide training for
professionals with the necessary professional competences and in demand in
the labor market. However, the analysis of the current situation on the labor
market shows the lack of efficiency of professional socialization of future
specialists in higher education institutions. Increasing the requirements for
graduates of higher education institutions necessitates the improvement of the
system of professional training in order to form the personality of a specialist
who has such qualities as independence, mobility, social activity, responsibility,
professionalism, ability to adapt to difficult situations and self-development,
determined by modern reality (CapkicsH, 2012, c. 80).

One of the components of professional training in higher education is
upbringing of the individual. According to the concept of higher education
development for the period up to 2030, as a top priority in education, it should
become an organic component of pedagogical activities integrated into the
overall process of learning and development. In this regard, the most important
task of education is formation of the ability to successfully socialize in society
and actively adapt to the labor market. Thus, the problem of organizing the
educational environment in higher
