Teachers for Inclusive Work.

The article considers the need for inclusive education in Ukraine. The list of education
institutions where work with children with physical and psychological disabilities has already
been established is given. Analysis of statistical data shows that the number of children with
certain disabilities, both mental and physical, is increasing in Ukraine. But most of these
children can study and receive a complete education. The need to create special conditions
and significant changes in the system of inclusive education is shown. It is emphasized that
the “Concept of modernization of modern education” provides for the training of qualified,
competent, socially and professionally aware professionals at the level of world standards.
This also applies to teachers of inclusive education. It is determined that inclusive education is
subject to principles that are specific: the principle of barrier-free; the principle of socialization,
the principle of equality, the principle of science, the principle of cooperation, the principle of
education, the principle of universality — the provision of opportunities regardless of the type and
form of limitation, the principle of responsibility. Therefore, the ways to improve inclusive
education are considered, which include: changes in curricula by introducing issues of
inclusive education, creating an inclusive environment, development of special teaching
methods, development of special teaching equipment, introduction of special exercise
facilities approved by doctors and others.

SUMMARY

Shcherbakova Iryna, Kharchenko Tamara. Features of self-assessment and self-
regulation of behavior of children with speech violations of primary school age.

The article highlights the results of theoretical analysis of self-esteem of children of
primary school age who have speech disorders. Junior school age is a special period in the life of
each child. With the child’s entering school, activity is reorganized (the leading type of activity),
the system of relations between the child and other people (primarily classmates) is changing.

Self-assessment is formed in the course of activity and is the most important means of
self-regulation. In general, children of this age do not sufficiently critically evaluate their
capabilities, more often overestimate them. Self-assessment of junior school age children is
worth special attention, as at the next age periods of personal development self-assessment
transforms into an internal position of the personality, becomes a motive of behavior. It is
necessary to characterize self-assessment of children with speech disorders on the following
signs: reality, level, time orientation. When studying the features of self-esteem of children
with speech disorders, it is necessary to take into account the fact that the self-esteem of
children with speech disorders correlates with the severity of speech disorders. In turn, self-
esteem influences and determines the style of behavior chosen by the child (dependent,
aggressive, self-confident). The mechanism of comparison with others determines self-
esteem, style of behavior.

Self-esteem is formed in the process of activity, is the most important means of self-
regulation. Feature of self-assessment of pupils of primary school age is its weak
differentiation according to contents.

The nature of self-esteem determines the level of general, personal and situational
anxiety of speech therapists, forms the appropriate behavioral reactions. Children with high
self-esteem have a low level of general anxiety. Children with low self-esteem have a high
level of general anxiety. In general, children those who have the so-called “speech negativity”
(refuse to communicate, closed) can be aggressive, have low underestimated self-esteem).
Low self-esteem undermines self-confidence and creates a low level of demands and
expectations, and low performance lowers self-esteem.
