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SUMMARY

Andreiko Oksana. Executive Competence of a Violinist in the Context of
Working on a Musical Work.

The article examines the significance of the violinist's performance competence
in the process of working on a musical piece. The specificity of performing activity is
characterized by the involvement of the musician's image-associative sphere while
working on the composition, where the process of coordination of this sphere with the
sensorimotor skills of the violinist acquires significant meaning. This prompts the
performer to master the technical skills of appropriate selection, necessary to render
artistic images of a musical work. Such coordination can take place under the
conditions of conscious acquisition of basic technical skills, since it is at this level of
development that executive technique is subject to control and regulation. In this
regard, the article presents the structure of the violinist's performance competence,
which includes rational-basic and artistic-creative components. The rational-basic
component includes the mechanisms of psychophysiological formation of the violinist's
technique, such as the analysis of muscle sensation in the violinist's professional
techniques, the formation of their biomechanical expediency, which potentially affects
the development of the musician's elastic, mobile technique in the process of
reproducing works of various styles. The artistic and creative component of the
violinist's performance competence is based on the instrumental and textual
pronunciation of a musical piece, the structure of which includes the creative
application of the violinist's right and left hand techniques in various agogic, dynamic,
timbral, and intonation-stroke characteristics of the musical language. Based on the
feature identification of the violinist's musical performance components, the article
presents the specifics of the violinist's diverse performance of expressive means, which
enriches and expands the semantic context of the musical piece performance, provides
its unique stylistic presentation and, at the same time, reveals the creative reflection of
the performer's personality in this process.
