The article is devoted to determining the role and place of digital technologies
in the professional training of choreography masters in higher education institutions of
the European Union. Digital technologies have significantly changed approaches to
choreographic education, making it more accessible, adaptive and inclusive. One of the
most significant advantages is spatiotemporal flexibility: students can study from
anywhere in the world without spending resources on travel or infrastructure, which is
especially important for people with limited access to art centers.

This opens up new
horizons in interaction with various pedagogical approaches, contributing to the
formation of a multi-voiced and globalized educational context. For teachers, it is also
an opportunity to work with an intercultural audience, which stimulates the
development of inclusive and flexible teaching methods. In addition, digital tools
significantly improve monitoring and evaluation processes.
